This clock uses one AA dry cell battery.

* Please note that a monitor battery is installed in the clock
at the time of purchase and the clock should be used by
removing the insulation sheet.

Please also note that this monitor battery may not last as
long as stated in this user guide.

The monitor battery included is not rechargeable and
should not be recharged under any circumstances.

Y How to replace battery

I] Open the battery cover and remove the old battery.

Al Insert a new battery in the battery holder ensuring the +
— positions are correct. (Do not insert the battery in the
wrong direction.)

B Replace the battery cover.

\ Note

Ensure the battery is inserted in the right direction.

Always use a new battery when replacing the battery.
Please remove the battery when it is depleted and the
clock stops moving or when you do not intend to use the
clock for a long period of time.

I Display modes

With each press of the mode switch button, the display will
switch between modes in the following order: <Time Display
mode> - <Alarm Display mode> - <Calendar Display mode>
- <Seconds Display mode>.

<Time Display mode>
Displays the time (hours, minutes).

<Alarm Display mode>

Displays the time the alarm has been set to ring.

If no action is taken, the clock will return to the <Time Display
mode> after 2 or 3 seconds.

<Calendar Display mode>
Displays the date (month, day).

<Seconds Display mode>

Displays the time (seconds).

The seconds count can be reset by pressing the [SET] button.
Scrolling through [ :01] to [ :30] will adjust the seconds during
the same minute, and scrolling through [ :31] to [ :59] will go
to the next minute and the seconds will be reset to 00.

This function is useful when adjusting the time in seconds.

[ setting the time

n Switch to the <Time Display mode> by pressing the
[MODE] mode switch button.

E Press the [SET] set button 4 times to switch to the
“year” set display.
Set the year using the [MODE] button. The numbers will
change.

* When the [MODE] button is pressed down for awhile,
it will fast forward.

[E] Press the [SET] button again to set the “months”,
“days”, “hours”, and “minutes” in the same way by
pressing the [MODE] button.

* You can choose either a 12 hour display or a 24 hour
display when setting the hours.
When scrolling through the numbers while pressing the
[MODE] button, the letters A, P, and H will be displayed
in order on the right hand side of the colon (:).
A: 12 hour display (AM); P: 12 hour display (PM); H:
24 hour display.

ﬂ Press the [SET] button to complete the time setting.
Press the [MODE] button to return to the <Time Display
mode>.

B8 Using the alarm and time signal

B Setting and canceling the alarm and time signal
Press the [SET] button once while in the <Time Display
mode> and switch to the alarm/time signal setting display.
The numbers will flash when setting the alarm/time.

To set the alarm, press the [MODE] button and activate
the alarm indicator.

To set the time signal, press the [MODE] button and
activate the time signal indicator.

To cancel the alarm and time signal, press the [MODE]
button and turn off each indicator.

To set both the alarm and the time signal, activate both
indicators.

B Set the alarm time

Press the [SET] button again to switch to the alarm “hours”
set display and press the [MODE] button to set the “hours”.
Then, press the [SET] button to switch to the alarm
“minutes” set display and press the [MODE] button in the
same way to set the “minutes”.

After the alarm time has been set, press the [SET] button to
complete the process.

B Snooze function

Pressing one of the three buttons on the top of the clock
while the alarm is ringing will temporarily stop the alarm
and the alarm mark will flash. The alarm will start to ring
again after approximately 5 minutes.

Canceling the snooze function

The snooze function can be cancelled by simultaneously
pressing the [MODE] button and the [LIGHT] button when
the alarm has stopped ringing and the snooze function is
activated. (The alarm setting will remain unchanged.)

I Note |

The alarm will ring for approximately three minutes.
Pressing a button while the alarm is ringing will stop the
alarm and activate the snooze function.

When the alarm has been set (and the alarm indicator is
displayed), the alarm will ring again at the same time 24
hours later.

The back light will light up for 5 seconds when the [LIGHT]
back light button is pressed.

The stand can be positioned in an angle. However, do not
extend the stand over a 90 degree angle. It may break.
